“Parking Requirements: The City currently requires two parking spaces plus 1 guest
parking space per three units, regardless of unit size. The City will revise its parking
standards to a sliding scale based on unit size, similar to the recently approved
Pacific Coast Commons project which achieved 83 units per acre.”
